English

This term the pupils will continue to have daily English lessons, where they will be locking
at a range of exciting Fantasy stories, and use these as a basis to continue their journey
to becoming confident and descriptive writers. We will continue to support children
through the use of inferventions, Communication in Print and Lanquage Through Colour.
Daily Phonic sessions will continue as we progress through phase S phenics, looking at
alternate graphemes and increasing the number of common exception words the pupils

are exposed to. The pupils will:

. Role-play and engage in drama based learning opportunities to support
understanding and speaking and listening.

. Continue fo develop their understanding of writing for different purpeses.

. Develop their cursive handwriting and presentation.

. Begin fo include a wider range of descriptive lanquage in their writing.

This term, we will focus on extending the children’s understanding of place
value fo S0. Building on this the children will continue to develop their
confidence with comparative lanquage by comparing and ordering these
numbers. Children will be partitioning numbers into fens and ones and will
use a range of classroom resources in order to support and
demonstrate this. Also this term we will be introducing the children ito
counting in groups of 2's and S's. To support this we will:

. Learn appropriate Maths vocabulary and how fo explain our
thinking.
. Continue to grow in confidence when using mathematical
resources.
. Develop confidence when using manipulatives such as dieins.
. Use make it, draw i1, write it fo explore new concepts.
Science

Materials ~ We will continue to explore and compare materials by
describing their properties such as waterproof, absorbent, shiny, dull etc.
To support their scientific inquiries, they will have opportunities to
perform simple tests fo explore questions. In addition to this we will be
going on a Spring walk fo lock at the impact seasonal change has on our

environment.
